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CHAPTER 1. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1.1.  This programme document describes all the measures taken again
Umited Kingdom since 1988, together with further measures now being :
proposed.

1.2.  The objectves of Government actior are threefoid:

(a)  to protect consumers of bovine products in the UK and elsewhere
nsk, however remote, that BSE may be transmissible to man;

(b)  to eradicate BSE in the UK cattle herd; and
(c)  to prevent transmission to other animal species.

1.3.  Although the primary purpose of this document is to review actior
eradicating BSE in cattle, it also presents a full picture of action taken to
human health.

1.4, There is a detailed explanation of what we know about the narure

unlike other major animal diseases such as foot and mouth disease or sw:
which are highly contagious. It is one of a group of diseases - transmiss
spongiform encephalopathies - which most scientists believe are caused t
forms of protein (prion protein). All evidence so far indicates that in fiel
infection is acquired by consumption of contaminated animal feed. not p:
from animal to animal. The belief that it can be spread by other means e:
transmission remains speculative.

1.5.  The two key aims of UK Government action (each supported by 2
body of research evidence) have been:-

(a)  to exclude from cattle feed all ruminant matenial which couid com
to cattie;

(b) 1o exclude from the human food chain every bit of those (relativei:
parts of the bovine carcase which, laboratory experiments show, c
BSE infectvity, if the animal were infected, and which could com
man, if it were transmissible to man.

1.6. A large body of rules to achieve these twin aims has been introduc
legislation berwesn June 1988 and May 1996: 57 iegal instruments i tot



1.7.  Three key features of this legisiation are:-

(a)  progressive steps towards the compiete exclusion of mammalian
bonemeal (MBM) from all farm animal feed (ir its present form
goes further than the restricuons appiicabie elsewhere in the EU

(b)  arequirement that all cattle which are suspected of having BSE ¢
and desmoved;

(¢)  arequirement to remove Specified Bovine Offals (SBO; now Spe
Marenal - SBM) from healthy cattle carcases at the time of slaug:
destroy them under strict controls. (These requirements, which a:
protectuon of human health. are not matched in any other membe:
BSE i1s present.)

1.8. Enforcement of these ruies is the responsibility, in Great Britain,
Ministry of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food (State Veterinary Service ar
April 1995 - in addition the Meat Hygiene Service); and, in Northern Ire
Deparment of Agnicuiture (mamiy the Veterinary Service). Since 1995
Hygene Service has given the nanonal authonines a firmer grip than eve
enforcement of conwols in slaughterhouses, cutting plants and cold store
ability to carry through changes quickly and on a uniform basis through:

1.9.  Systems of enforcement have been progressively tightened in res:
mmpiementanon of rules and new scienufic evidence. The key responses

(a) feed: progressively tighter rules on exclusion of MBM from cattic
backed up by new tests for, and procedures for testing, animal fee

(b)  slaughterhouses: progressively stricter ruies on removal and dest
SBM, backed up by uniform and rigorous inspection by Meat Hy:
momnitored by the State Veterinary Service.

1.10. Derails are given of the large programme of research in the UK dc
add to our knowiedge of how BSE behaves, as a basis both for well targ:
eradicate it in cattie and for taking appropnate and proportionate action
humans against any risk it may present. Research is also directed towarc
development of a test which can identfy infected cattle whilst sall alive.
improve post mortem diagnostic tests.

1.11. Government expenditure on combating BSE, by March 1996, hac
£150m (180m ecu) on compensanon to farmers and destruction of 190.0
suspected of BSE (160.000 confirmed cases); £52m (63m ecu) on resear
(43m ecu) on admimstering controls specifically against BSE. For 1996
budget for research on BSE has been increased by £1m to £9m, and the



Service budget has been increased by £39 million specifically for additional controls
in slaughterhouses.

.12, The measures described have had a ciear impact.

e As BSE has an incubaton period of about 5 years, it was expected that action
taken in 1988-30 would take some years to show through. Evidence of this is
presented.

° BSE in the UK cartle herd is now demonstrably in sharp decline, having failen
67% from a peak in 1992-93: numbers of confirmed cases:

(To set these gures in context, the UK cartle herd numbers approximately 11.5
million)

1.13. The immediate response to the announcement in March 1996 of a possible link
berween BSE and CJD, SEAC's advice at that stage, and the crisis in consumer
confidence, was:-

(1)  arotal ban on use of MBM in all farm animal feed - thereby going beyond EU
rules, 1o ensure that no cross-contamination of cattle feed is possible;

(i) the whole head of bovine animals now proscribed as SBM:

(ii)  an increase in the Mear Hygiene Service budget noted above (thereby doubiing
the agency’s total budger);

(iv)  aban on sale for human consumpton of meat from cartle over 30 months oid
(cases of 3SE are verv rare in carttle Selow this age);

(v)  the slaughter, rendening and incineration of ail Sovine animals over 30 months
at the =nd of therr userui lives. Thus has resuited in he siaughter of over
50.000 anumais sincs May 1996, and the total will reach | miilion in the frst
year of uperanon.



1.14. Further measures now in preparaton or proposed are:-

(i) an improved system of identifying cattle and recording their movements, to
be nroduced by stages, starnung in July 1996;

(ii)  a scheme for registering and dghtly controiling specialist beef herds, with
a long record of freedom Tom 3SE; to be launched in June:July 1996;

(i) selective cuiling during 1996 of cattle most at risk of BSE (see 1.19 below).

1.15. Acdon on animal feed is stil believed to be the most effective way of
eradicatng BSE. Evidence stll strongly supports the view that BSE is spread through
feed: and that controls appiied in the UK to date have had less impact than intended
because of incompiete compiiance, not because the measures themselves were
misconceived. Government intends to fund a scheme to recall from manufacturers
and farms residual stocks of feed that might conrtain meat-and-bone meal, so as to
ensure 100% compliance with the new stricter rules made in March; and this will be
followed within a few weeks by a complete legal ban on holding any such feed.

1.16. A cohort study of maternal ransmission wiil be completed early in 1997.
Cther studies have found no evidence that BSE is ransmuitted this way, and there is at
present 1o dasis for acung as if it were.

1.17. There are suggestions that all cartle in herds where BSE occurs shouid be
slaughtered. But the sciennfic evidence strongly indicates that this is not the way to
eradicate BSE from the Brdsh herd; and evidence fom counmies where this poiicy is
foilowed is agaimnst it whole herd slaughter has had no measurable impact on the
incidence of 3SE in the counmes which have foilowed such a poiicy.

1.18. The UK is, however, intending to introduce a scheme for selective cuiling of
up to 80.0C0 cartle which can be idennfied as at pardcularly high risk of BSE. The
cartle ‘¥ould be selected Fom thres vear-ciasses i which 3SE is most likely to arise,
and further seiected on the basis of likely exposure to contaminated fesd along with
cartle nown 0 have conmacted BSE. Details are given of the acdon proposed. with
supporung sciennfic jusuficadon. This wouid be subject to approval by Parliament.
It couid reducs the numper of 3SE cases in 1996 by berween 15 and 30% over and
above the year-on-year decline of around 40% which is being achieved by the
measures aiready mn piacs.

1.19. The paper conciudes thar 2radication of BSE in the UK will be achueved by the
poiicies aiready i force, ind nigorous enforcement of them on farms. in
slaughterhouses. at rendering plants and :n feed muils. Ruies are aow in piace 10
achueve that, and beyond the feed recail scheme. so0n 1o be operated. it is hard 0 see
how the system could be made any more sffecave.
